Mission, Vision & Core Values of Dungeness Community Church

Our Mission: To fulfill the Great Commission through worship, instruction,
fellowship and outreach.

Our Vision: To form a cohesive, caring, Christ-centered community of people who
are equipped and empowered to use their spiritual gifts for ministry within the
church and who are committed to share the gospel in the Sequim community and
beyond through holistic outreach.

Our Core Values:

1. We value full devotion to Jesus Christ as head of the church, and to God the
Father to whom all glory and honor is due.

Colossians 1:15-18 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all
creation. For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and
invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him
and for him. He is before all things, and in him all things hold together. And he is the head
of the body, the church; he is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that
in everything he might have the supremacy.

Philippians 2:1-11 If you have any encouragement from being united with Christ, if
any comfort from his love, if any fellowship with the Spirit, if any tenderness and
compassion, then make my joy complete by being like-minded, having the same love, being
one in spirit and purpose. Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility
consider others better than yourselves. Each of you should look not only to your own
interests, but also to the interests of others. Your attitude should be the same as that of
Christ Jesus: Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something
to be grasped, but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in
human likeness. And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became
obedient to death-- even death on a cross! Therefore God exalted him to the highest place
and gave him the name that is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee
should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that
Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Ephesians 3:14-21 For this reason I kneel before the Father, from whom his whole
family in heaven and on earth derives its name. I pray that out of his glorious riches he may
strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, so that Christ may dwell in
your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, may
have power, together with all the saints, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is
the love of Christ, and to know this love that surpasses knowledge--that you may be filled
to the measure of all the fullness of God. Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more
than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us, to him be glory
in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for ever and ever! Amen.

Jude 1:24-25 To him who is able to keep you from falling and to present you before
his glorious presence without fault and with great joy--to the only God our Savior be glory,
majesty, power and authority, through Jesus Christ our Lord, before all ages, now and
forevermore! Amen.

2. We value love as the motivation for everything we do and say.



John 13:34-35 "A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you,
so you must love one another. By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you
love one another."

1 Corinthians 13:1-13 If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not
love, I am only a resounding gong or a clanging cymbal. If I have the gift of prophecy and
can fathom all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have a faith that can move mountains,
but have not love, I am nothing. If I give all I possess to the poor and surrender my body to
the flames, but have not love, I gain nothing.

Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It is not
rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. Love does
not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, always trusts, always
hopes, always perseveres.

Love never fails. But where there are prophecies, they will cease; where there are tongues,
they will be stilled; where there is knowledge, it will pass away. For we know in part and we
prophesy in part, but when perfection comes, the imperfect disappears. When I was a child,
I talked like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I
put childish ways behind me. Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror; then we shall
see face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know fully, even as I am fully known. And
now these three remain: faith, hope and love. But the greatest of these is love.

Colossians 3:14 And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together
in perfect unity.

John 14:21 "Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves
me. He who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love him and show myself to
him."

3. We value dependent faith that waits for the power and leading of the Holy
Spirit through personal and corporate prayer.

Luke 18:1-8 Then Jesus told his disciples a parable to show them that they should
always pray and not give up. He said: "In a certain town there was a judge who neither
feared God nor cared about men. And there was a widow in that town who kept coming to
him with the plea, 'Grant me justice against my adversary.' "For some time he refused. But
finally he said to himself, 'Even though I don't fear God or care about men, yet because this
widow keeps bothering me, I will see that she gets justice, so that she won't eventually
wear me out with her coming!'" And the Lord said, "Listen to what the unjust judge says.
And will not God bring about justice for his chosen ones, who cry out to him day and night?
Will he keep putting them off? I tell you, he will see that they get justice, and quickly.
However, when the Son of Man comes, will he find faith on the earth?"

Acts 1:4-14 On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this
command: "Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you
have heard me speak about. For John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be
baptized with the Holy Spirit."

So when they met together, they asked him, "Lord, are you at this time going to restore the
kingdom to Israel?" He said to them: "It is not for you to know the times or dates the



Father has set by his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes
on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to
the ends of the earth." After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, and a
cloud hid him from their sight. They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going,
when suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. "Men of Galilee," they said,
"why do you stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from
you into heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven."

Then they returned to Jerusalem from the hill called the Mount of Olives, a Sabbath day's
walk from the city. When they arrived, they went upstairs to the room where they were
staying. Those present were Peter, John, James and Andrew; Philip and Thomas,
Bartholomew and Matthew,; James son of Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot, and Judas son of
James. They all joined together constantly in prayer, along with the women and Mary the
mother of Jesus, and with his brothers.

Acts 2:42 They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to the fellowship,
to the breaking of bread and to prayer.

Acts 4:24-31 When they heard this, they raised their voices together in prayer to
God. "Sovereign Lord," they said, "you made the heaven and the earth and the sea, and
everything in them. You spoke by the Holy Spirit through the mouth of your servant, our
father David: "'Why do the nations rage and the peoples plot in vain? The kings of the earth
take their stand and the rulers gather together against the Lord and against his Anointed
One.' Indeed Herod and Pontius Pilate met together with the Gentiles and the people of
Israel in this city to conspire against your holy servant Jesus, whom you anointed. They did
what your power and will had decided beforehand should happen. Now, Lord, consider their
threats and enable your servants to speak your word with great boldness. Stretch out your
hand to heal and perform miraculous signs and wonders through the name of your holy
servant Jesus." After they prayed, the place where they were meeting was shaken. And they
were all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly.

Philippians 4:6-7 Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition,
with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends all
understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

1 Thessalonians 5:17 Pray continually;
4. We value submission to the authority of the Word of God.

2 Timothy 3:16-17 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching,
rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be
thoroughly equipped for every good work.

James 1:22-25 Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what
it says. Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it says is like a man who
looks at his face in a mirror and, after looking at himself, goes away and immediately
forgets what he looks like. But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that gives
freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it--he will be
blessed in what he does.

1 Peter 1:12 It was revealed to them that they were not serving themselves but
you, when they spoke of the things that have now been told you by those who have



preached the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven. Even angels long to look
into these things.

2 Peter 1:20-21 Above all, you must understand that no prophecy of Scripture came
about by the prophet's own interpretation. For prophecy never had its origin in the will of
man, but men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit.

5. We value obedience to Jesus Christ’s Great Commission through true
discipleship that builds a lifestyle consistent with the biblical Christ. In this way
the gospel is preached; the lost are found.

Matthew 28:19-20 "Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey
everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the
age."

1 John 3:16-18 This is how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid down his life for
us. And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers. If anyone has material possessions
and sees his brother in need but has no pity on him, how can the love of God be in him?
Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth.

Romans 10:13-15 For, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” How,
then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And how can they believe in the one of whom
they have not heard? And how can they hear without someone preaching to them? And how can they
preach unless they are sent? As it is written, "How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!"

6. We value presenting the gospel in culturally appropriate ways while remaining
doctrinally pure.

Acts 16:3 Paul wanted to take him along on the journey, so he circumcised him
because of the Jews who lived in that area, for they all knew that his father was a Greek.

Acts 17:16-31 While Paul was waiting for them in Athens, he was greatly distressed
to see that the city was full of idols. So he reasoned in the synagogue with the Jews and
the God-fearing Greeks, as well as in the marketplace day by day with those who happened
to be there. A group of Epicurean and Stoic philosophers began to dispute with him. Some
of them asked, "What is this babbler trying to say?" Others remarked, "He seems to be
advocating foreign gods." They said this because Paul was preaching the good news about
Jesus and the resurrection. Then they took him and brought him to a meeting of the
Areopagus, where they said to him, "May we know what this new teaching is that you are
presenting? You are bringing some strange ideas to our ears, and we want to know what
they mean." (All the Athenians and the foreigners who lived there spent their time doing
nothing but talking about and listening to the latest ideas.)

Paul then stood up in the meeting of the Areopagus and said: "Men of Athens! I see that in
every way you are very religious. For as I walked around and looked carefully at your
objects of worship, I even found an altar with this inscription: ~to an unknown god. Now
what you worship as something unknown I am going to proclaim to you. "The God who
made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth and does not live in
temples built by hands. And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything,
because he himself gives all men life and breath and everything else. From one man he
made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the whole earth, and he determined the
times set for them and the exact places where they should live. God did this so that men



would seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far from each
one of us. 'For in him we live and move and have our being.' As some of your own poets
have said, 'We are his offspring.' "Therefore since we are God's offspring, we should not
think that the divine being is like gold or silver or stone--an image made by man's design
and skill. In the past God overlooked such ignorance, but now he commands all people
everywhere to repent. For he has set a day when he will judge the world with justice by the
man he has appointed. He has given proof of this to all men by raising him from the dead."

Acts 21:20-26 When they heard this, they praised God. Then they said to Paul: "You
see, brother, how many thousands of Jews have believed, and all of them are zealous for
the law. They have been informed that you teach all the Jews who live among the Gentiles
to turn away from Moses, telling them not to circumcise their children or live according to
our customs. What shall we do? They will certainly hear that you have come, so do what
we tell you. There are four men with us who have made a vow. Take these men, join in
their purification rites and pay their expenses, so that they can have their heads shaved.
Then everybody will know there is no truth in these reports about you, but that you yourself
are living in obedience to the law. As for the Gentile believers, we have written to them our
decision that they should abstain from food sacrificed to idols, from blood, from the meat of
strangled animals and from sexual immorality." The next day Paul took the men and
purified himself along with them. Then he went to the temple to give notice of the date
when the days of purification would end and the offering would be made for each of them.

1 Corinthians 9:19-23 Though I am free and belong to no man, I make myself a
slave to everyone, to win as many as possible. To the Jews I became like a Jew, to win the
Jews. To those under the law I became like one under the law (though I myself am not
under the law), so as to win those under the law. To those not having the law I became like
one not having the law (though I am not free from God's law but am under Christ's law), so
as to win those not having the law. To the weak I became weak, to win the weak. I have
become all things to all men so that by all possible means I might save some. I do all this
for the sake of the gospel, that I may share in its blessings.

7. We value Spirit-led strategies in which acts of compassion and proclamation go
hand in hand.

Luke 4:18-19 "The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to
preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and
recovery of sight for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord's
favor."

Isaiah 58:6-11 "Is not this the kind of fasting I have chosen: to loose the chains of
injustice and untie the cords of the yoke, to set the oppressed free and break every yoke? Is
it not to share your food with the hungry and to provide the poor wanderer with shelter--
when you see the naked, to clothe him, and not to turn away from your own flesh and
blood? Then your light will break forth like the dawn, and your healing will quickly appear;
then your righteousness will go before you, and the glory of the Lord will be your rear
guard. Then you will call, and the Lord will answer; you will cry for help, and he will say:
Here am 1. "If you do away with the yoke of oppression, with the pointing finger and
malicious talk, and if you spend yourselves in behalf of the hungry and satisfy the needs of
the oppressed, then your light will rise in the darkness, and your night will become like the
noonday. The Lord will guide you always,; he will satisfy your needs in a sun-scorched land
and will strengthen your frame. You will be like a well-watered garden, like a spring whose
waters never fail.



Mark 8:1-8 During those days another large crowd gathered. Since they had nothing
to eat, Jesus called his disciples to him and said, "I have compassion for these people; they
have already been with me three days and have nothing to eat. If I send them home
hungry, they will collapse on the way, because some of them have come a long distance.”
His disciples answered, "But where in this remote place can anyone get enough bread to
feed them?" "How many loaves do you have?" Jesus asked. "Seven," they replied. He told
the crowd to sit down on the ground. When he had taken the seven loaves and given
thanks, he broke them and gave them to his disciples to set before the people, and they did
so. They had a few small fish as well; he gave thanks for them also and told the disciples to
distribute them. The people ate and were satisfied. Afterward the disciples picked up seven
basketfuls of broken pieces that were left over.

Matthew 25:35-40 For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was
thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I
needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and
you came to visit me.' "Then the righteous will answer him, 'Lord, when did we see you
hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you something to drink? When did we see you a
stranger and invite you in, or needing clothes and clothe you? When did we see you sick or
in prison and go to visit you?' "The King will reply, 'I tell you the truth, whatever you did for
one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me."”

James 2:14-17 What good is it, my brothers, if a man claims to have faith but has no
deeds? Can such faith save him? Suppose a brother or sister is without clothes and daily
food. If one of you says to him, "Go, I wish you well; keep warm and well fed," but does
nothing about his physical needs, what good is it? In the same way, faith by itself, if it is
not accompanied by action, is dead.

8. We value unity and commitment to one another as God’s servants, developing
and encouraging the use of our spiritual gifts in a caring community of faith.

Psalm 133:1 How good and pleasant it is when brothers live together in unity!

Romans 12:3-8 For by the grace given me I say to every one of you: Do not think of
yourself more highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in
accordance with the measure of faith God has given you. Just as each of us has one body
with many members, and these members do not all have the same function, so in Christ we
who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all the others. We have
different gifts, according to the grace given us. If a man's gift is prophesying, let him use it
in proportion to his faith. If it is serving, let him serve; if it is teaching, let him teach; if it is
encouraging, let him encourage; if it is contributing to the needs of others, let him give
generously; if it is leadership, let him govern diligently; if it is showing mercy, let him do it
cheerfully.

1 Corinthians 12 Now about spiritual gifts, brothers, I do not want you to be
ignorant. You know that when you were pagans, somehow or other you were influenced and
led astray to mute idols. Therefore I tell you that no one who is speaking by the Spirit of
God says, "Jesus be cursed," and no one can say, "Jesus is Lord," except by the Holy Spirit.
There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit. There are different kinds of service,
but the same Lord. There are different kinds of working, but the same God works all of
them in all men. Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common
good ...



1 Corinthians 14 Follow the way of love and eagerly desire spiritual gifts ...

Ephesians 4:1-16 As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of
the calling you have received. Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with
one another in love. Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of
peace. There is one body and one Spirit--just as you were called to one hope when you
were called--one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all
and through all and in all. But to each one of us grace has been given as Christ apportioned
it. This is why it says: "When he ascended on high, he led captives in his train and gave
gifts to men." (What does "he ascended" mean except that he also descended to the lower,
earthly regions? He who descended is the very one who ascended higher than all the
heavens, in order to fill the whole universe.) It was he who gave some to be apostles, some
to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, to prepare
God's people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all
reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature,
attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ. Then we will no longer be infants,
tossed back and forth by the waves, and blown here and there by every wind of teaching
and by the cunning and craftiness of men in their deceitful scheming. Instead, speaking the
truth in love, we will in all things grow up into him who is the Head, that is, Christ. From
him the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, grows and
builds itself up in love, as each part does its work.

9. We value faithful and empowered servant leadership modeled on the example
of Jesus Christ.

Matthew 20:28 "... just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve,
and to give his life as a ransom for many."

Luke 22:25-27 Jesus said to them, "The kings of the Gentiles lord it over them,; and
those who exercise authority over them call themselves Benefactors. But you are not to be
like that. Instead, the greatest among you should be like the youngest, and the one who
rules like the one who serves. For who is greater, the one who is at the table or the one
who serves? Is it not the one who is at the table? But I am among you as one who serves.

John 13:12-17 When he had finished washing their feet, he put on his clothes and
returned to his place. "Do you understand what I have done for you?" he asked them. "You
call me 'Teacher' and 'Lord,' and rightly so, for that is what I am. Now that I, your Lord and
Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another's feet. I have set you an
example that you should do as I have done for you. I tell you the truth, no servant is
greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. Now that
you know these things, you will be blessed if you do them.

Philippians 2:5-8 Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: Who,
being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but
made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.
And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient to
death-- even death on a cross!

10. We value submission to Godly leadership.



Hebrews 13:17 Obey your leaders and submit to their authority. They keep watch
over you as men who must give an account. Obey them so that their work will be a joy, not
a burden, for that would be of no advantage to you.

1 Timothy 5:17-19 The elders who direct the affairs of the church well are worthy of
double honor, especially those whose work is preaching and teaching. For the Scripture
says, "Do not muzzle the ox while it is treading out the grain,” and "The worker deserves his
wages." Do not entertain an accusation against an elder unless it is brought by two or three
witnesses.

11. Commitment to quality and excellence in all we do.

Exodus 31:1-11 Then the Lord said to Moses, "See, I have chosen Bezalel son of Uri,
the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, and I have filled him with the Spirit of God, with skill,
ability and knowledge in all kinds of crafts--to make artistic designs for work in gold, silver
and bronze, to cut and set stones, to work in wood, and to engage in all kinds of
craftsmanship. Moreover, I have appointed Oholiab son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan,
to help him. Also I have given skill to all the craftsmen to make everything I have
commanded you: the Tent of Meeting, the ark of the Testimony with the atonement cover
on it, and all the other furnishings of the tent--the table and its articles, the pure gold
lampstand and all its accessories, the altar of incense, the altar of burnt offering and all its
utensils, the basin with its stand--and also the woven garments, both the sacred garments
for Aaron the priest and the garments for his sons when they serve as priests, and the
anointing oil and fragrant incense for the Holy Place. They are to make them just as I
commanded you."

Colossians 3:17 And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name
of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.

Colossians 3:23 Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the
Lord, not for men.
